Monday: All About Me poster/ I Am Special paper: Have your child complete the All About Me poster and paper to display in class on the “All About Me” bulletin board. I will send the “I Am Special” paper home with your child when it is their turn to be Student of the Week. Your child will be expected to present this paper with his/her classmates. All pictures shared with the class will be sent home with your child at the end of the week. I will return the poster at the end of the week! 

Tuesday: Favorite Book: The star student brings one of his or her books to use as a read aloud to the class. The book most be short enough to be read aloud in 10 minutes or less.  They can always give a book-talk if the book is longer!

Wednesday: Parent Letter: Parents will write a letter to the class telling us how special your child is to you. Send the letter in a sealed envelope to school with your child, and I will read the letter to the class during our housekeeping time. The content of the letter is up to you, but you may want to choose from the following ideas: Describe special or funny stories about your child for the class to hear, write a silly or serious poem about your child, tell us some neat things we may not know about your child, send silly or special pictures with a letter describing the pictures, or write a short story with your child as the main character.

Thursday: Snack Buddies: If possible, your child may bring a favorite snack to share with his/her classmates.  (Remember this needs to be peanut-free snack and store purchased)

Friday: Favorite Item: The star student is welcome to bring in his/her favorite toy or stuffed animal to show the class. NO ELECTRONICS!
